programme interventions
The following table details those programmes which ran over the year in either group settings or on a one-to-one basis:

Building Healthy Relationships Programme

The Building Healthy Relationships Programme (formerly Jersey Domestic Abuse Programme) was introduced in early 2021 replacing the ADAPT programme. It is delivered on a one-to-one basis by Probation Officers to their clients, with modules tailored to the individual case.

From Jan-Jun 2025, we received 22 referrals to the Programme 
· 17 came via the Criminal Justice system
· 5 were on a Probation Order
· 6 were on a Combination Order
· 2 were on Voluntary Supervision
· 4 were in Custody
· 4 came from professional referrals
· 1 was a self-referral
	
Risk Factors
· All 22 clients had a risk of Domestic Abuse.  
· 8 were high risk
· 12 were medium risk
· 2 were low risk

Notes:
· It can take up to 5 months from the offence taking place to it reaching Parish Hall.  This period of time is not always in the victim’s interest for the perpetrator to meet them for a face-to-face apology.   Therefore, face to face apologies are not always appropriate, especially in assault cases.
· Making amends actions are not always possible due to a few issues with Health & Safety and insurance with youths under 16.  We try to encourage them to do Positive Steps as an alternative.
· We had one BOO with RJ issued by the court.

positive steps

Positive Steps was introduced in late 2021 for young people. Sessions are undertaken with a variety of partner organisations, either as part of a Court Order or a general activity. 
Our clients attended the food bank, boxing and Grow as part of their positive steps this half year.
