Update to the list of jurisdictions under increased monitoring

and the High-Risk Jurisdictions subject to a Call for Action
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Article (12/3) of Federal Decree Law no. (20) Of 2018 (as amended
by Federal Decree (26) of 2021) states:

Coordinating with the relevant authorities and referring to related
international sources of information in order to identify high-risk

countries in addition to the countries that their combat systems in
relation to money laundering and financing of terrorism are weak,

Moreover, to identify the necessary countermeasures to be taken and

other measures commensurate with the degree of risk, and instructing
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United Arab Emirates

the supervisory authorities to ensure the adherence to the required
due diligence procedures by financial institutions, designated
nonfinancial businesses and professions, virtual asset service
providers and non-profit organizations which are under their

supervision in order to implement the said measures.
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With reference to Article (22) of the Cabinet Decision no. (10) of 2019
(as amended by Cabinet Resolution No. (24) of 2022) Concerning the
Implementing Regulation of Decree Law No. (20) of 2018 which

stipulates that:

1-  Financial Institutions and Designated Non-Financial Businesses
and Professions shall apply enhanced due diligence measures in
proportion to the degree of risk that may arise from business
relationships or transactions with a natural or legal person from
the countries that the Committee identifies as high risk or

countries that suffer from weaknesses in AML/CFT systems.

2-  Financial Institutions and Designated Non-Financial Businesses
and Professions shall apply countermeasures and any other
measures requested by the regulatory authorities on their own
or on the basis of what the Committee determines with regard to
high-risk countries and countries that suffer from weaknesses in

AML/CFT systems.
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The Committee hereby decides the following:
®  To adopt the updated list of:
a. Jurisdictions under Increased Monitoring.

b.  High-Risk Jurisdictions subject to a Call for Action.

And adopt countermeasures as stipulated in the FATF
recommendations and the interpretive notes. In addition to
implementing the enhanced measure referred to in Cabinet Decision

No. (10) of 2019 (as amended by cabinet resolution No. (24) of 2022)

®  To update the National Committee’s website accordingly to
include Any update or amendment made by the FATF regarding
the Jurisdictions under Increased Monitoring and the High-Risk

Jurisdictions subject to a Call for Action
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All Financial Institutions (Fls), Designated Non-Financial
Businesses and Professions (DNFBPs), and Virtual Asset Service
Providers (VASPs) in the United Arab Emirates (UAE) shall
regularly verify and review the lists and information issued by
the FATF and the National Committee (as amended and current
at that time). These entities must consider such information
when implementing countermeasures and/or enhanced due
diligence measures, ensuring they are appropriate and
proportionate to the level of risk. Additionally, they must
reassess the application of due diligence measures in line with
the degree of risk associated with countries removed from these

lists by FATF.

All regulatory authorities in the UAE must instruct all Financial
Institutions (Fls), Designated Non-Financial Businesses and
Professions (DNFBPs), and Virtual Asset Service Providers
(VASPs) to implement the countermeasures stated in this
decision. Regulatory authorities shall also ensure that the entities

under their supervision comply with these countermeasures.

Financial Institutions (Fls), Designated Non-Financial Businesses
and Professions (DNFBPs), and Virtual Asset Service Providers
(VASPs) in the UAE shall regularly review the FATF Gray List and
the identified weaknesses, incorporating them into their risk-
based compliance measures. Due diligence measures applied by
Fls, DNFBPs, and VASPs must always be proportionate to the
risks posed by business relationships and transactions with
natural or legal persons from such jurisdictions and must
effectively mitigate these risks in line with the FATF
recommendations and Article (4) of the Cabinet Decision No.
(10) of 2019 (as amended by Cabinet Resolution No.(24) of
2022).

Enhanced Due Diligence and Countermeasures for
Jurisdictions on the Blacklist
1. Enhanced Due Diligence Measures:

All Financial Institutions (Fls), Designated Non-Financial

Businesses and Professions (DNFBPs), and Virtual Asset
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Service Providers (VASPs) shall apply enhanced due ool ¥ ae cDlolall clI3 3 Lay eelagandl AaSlall e 2yl
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includes transactions with natural persons, legal entities,
and those acting on their behalf.
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6. Compliance with Targeted Financial Sanctions (TFS):

o Regulatory authorities must remind all supervised
entities, including Fls, DNFBPs, and VASPs, of their
obligation to comply with targeted financial
sanctions (TFS) in accordance with United
Nations Security Council resolutions and Cabinet
Decision No. (74) of 2020.

o  This ensures the protection of the UAE's financial
and non-financial sectors from money laundering,
terrorist financing, and the financing of the

proliferation of weapons of mass destruction.

7. Enforcement and Legal Consequences:

o All supervisory authorities in the UAE shall take
legal action against Fls, DNFBPs, and VASPs,
including their directors and senior management,
if they fail to implement the measures outlined in

this decision.
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This decision shall come into force as from date of its issuance, and
the concerned shall implement it according to their respective

competencies
